A Brief History of the Library

The Ibrai Altynsarin Regional Children's Library in the Turkistan Region has long been a spiritual
center of knowledge, playing an important role in the intellectual and cultural development of our country.

The story of the library started in 1961, in a single small room with only 340 books and a team of four
dedicated employees. Despite its modest beginnings, it quickly became a place where children could discover
the joy of reading and learning.



In 1976, the library moved to a larger space on the ground floor of a nine-story building on V.I. Lenin Street
(now Al-Farabi Avenue) in Shymkent. That same year, on March 23, it was officially named in honor of the
great Kazakh scholar, educator, and enlightener, Ibrai Altynsarin.

Fast forward to 2024, the library relocated from Shymkent to the regional center ofTurkistan, bringing
its rich traditions and knowledge to a new home. And in 2026, to celebrate its 65th anniversary, the library
moved into a brand-new, modern building. For the first time, it opened its doors on the sacred land of Turkistan
in a fully updated format, ready to serve new generations of young readers.

Beyond books, the library is a center for innovation and methodological excellence, supporting other libraries
in the region and introducing new approaches to learning, reading, and education.

Library Collection

The Altynsarin Regional Children's Library is growing into a special place for children and a resource
center for libraries that serve young readers. More than just a library, it is an educational, informational, and
social hub, as well as a welcoming space for fun and meaningful leisure.

To support these roles, the library carefully selects its collection. It includes the best works of world
children’s literature, contemporary fiction from both local and international authors, non-fiction and reference
materials for learning, children’s magazines and newspapers, and audio-visual materials. The library also works
closely with trusted book suppliers to keep its collection up to date.

To help visitors find what they need, the library has developed a detailed system of catalogs and card
files, allowing for easy searching in many different ways.

Today, the library holds a total of 229,430 items, including:

e World Classics: The finest works of global children’s literature.

e Contemporary Fiction: Modern titles from domestic and foreign authors.

e FEducational Resources: Non-fiction and reference materials to support learning.
e Periodicals: Magazines and newspapers for young readers.

e Multimedia: Audio and video materials.

e Digital Content: Electronic publications

Golden Pages of History

The Rare Collection of the I. Altynsarin Children's Library

The Turkestan Regional Children's Library, named after 1. Altynsarin, is more than just a center of
enlightenment; it is a sanctuary for unique exhibits that echo through the centuries. The library's Rare Fund
serves as a spiritual golden bridge, connecting the past with the present generation.

Key Figures of the Collection

Today, the Rare Fund meticulously preserves 242 copies of printed publications, electronic resources, and
valuable audiovisual materials:

In Kazakh: 33 units

In Russian: 209 units

The total list includes 138 titles (16 in Kazakh and 122 in Russian).

Centuries-Old Relics and Rare Heritage

The most precious treasures of the library collection deserve special attention:



1. "Children's Encyclopedia" (1914)

This is the true pride of the library. Volumes I, II, and V of the encyclopedia were published in 1914 during the
Tsarist era of Russia. Although the pages have yellowed with time, these books, having crossed the century
mark, remain invaluable historical relics.

2. Melodies of Vinyl Records

The fund houses 6 titles of vinyl records representing unique Kazakh art and traditional music. Through these
exhibits, one can hear the voices of great masters from the past and the authentic sound of folk instruments.

3. The World of Filmstrips (Diafilms)

A large collection of filmstrips has been preserved. Once a favorite entertainment for children, they have now
become a rare find:

10 titles: Fairy tales and legends in the Kazakh language.

119 titles: Classical works in the Russian language.

"These exhibits are not just books or films; they are living witnesses of history. Our goal is not only to preserve
this spiritual heritage but also to instill its value in the younger generation."

Library Structure

The library is organized into 8 departments and 1 sector, all working closely together:

Information and Bibliography Department
The Information and Bibliography Department acts as a vital bridge betweenreaders and information. Its

main goal is to help users quickly and efficiently find the materials they need, whether in books or digital
resources.
Key functions include:

e Providing references in response to reader inquiries

e Developing and maintaining catalogs and card files

e Compiling bibliographies and thematic or personalized lists

Acquisitions, Cataloging, and Document Processing Department

This department is responsible for the systematic growth and organization of thelibrary’s collection. It
manages the selection, acquisition, and registration of new materials to maintain a high-quality collection.

Activities include:

e Creating bibliographic descriptions for each document



o Classifying materials by subject
e Maintaining electronic and card catalogs

This department ensures that patrons can easily locate needed materials and forms the scientific and
reference backbone of the library.

Library Process Automation Department

This department focuses on modernizing library services through technology. Specialists manage library
systems like IRBIS, maintain electronic catalogs, and oversee digitization projects.

Key responsibilities:
o Digitizing collections and labeling documents with barcodes or RFID
o Upgrading technical infrastructure

o Training staff and patrons on software use

Automation allows readers to search for books remotely, place holds, and extend loans, moving the library to a
modern digital environment.

Arts Literature Department

This department contains a rich collection of books on artists’ biographies, cultural history, Kazakh art,
and world cultures.

Special features:
e Retro-format archive with over 3,000 items, including vinyl records, filmstrips, cassettes, and CDs
Activities.

e Hosting cultural and educational events, seminars, and conferences
e Dombra Club for readers aged 10—16, held weekly on Tuesdays and Thursdays

Services Department for Preschoolers and Primary School Children
This department offers an extensive children’s literature collection, including:

o Kazakh folk tales and international fairy tales
e Fiction, comics, and trilingual books

Special features for children:
e Sand Therapy: relaxation and fine motor skill development
e Cartoon Zone: animated films viewing

e Ethno-Corner: a yurt-style space with “Grandmother’s Tales”
o Intellectual Games: chess and Toguz Kumalak for logical thinking

Services Department for Middle and High School Students
This department serves students in grades 5-9, teachers, parents, and other readers. Its collection covers:

e Kazakh and world literature



e History of Kazakhstan and world history
o Linguistics, natural sciences, and other disciplines

The department supports educational activities, student learning, and intellectual curiosity.
Main Collection Storage Department
This department ensures the safety and preservation of the library’s collection.
Responsibilities include:

e Maintaining books under controlled temperature and humidity

e Arranging and retrieving materials

o Identifying and restoring worn-out publications
o Conducting regular inventory and sanitation checks

Control and Registration Sector
This sector is the first point of contact for library users.
Tasks include:
o Registering new users and issuing library cards
e Maintaining the reader database
e Monitoring visitor compliance with library rules

e Providing initial guidance on library services and structure

This structure allows the library to function efficiently, balancing preservation,education, and modern
technology while serving readers of all ages.

Users and Services

The Regional Children’s Library (RCL) serves approximately 12,000 usersannually, issuing more than
200,000 documents each year. Its collective users include the Schoolchildrenand all schools in the city of
Turkestan.

Library user categories include:
e Preschool children
e Students in grades 1-9
e Promoters of children’s reading, including teachers, educators, and parents
The library’s service system is organized by age: Grades 0—4and Grades 5-9. Visitors have access to:
e Specially equipped reading rooms
e Lending departments
o Catalogs and bibliographic card files

Based on agreements concluded with all secondary schools in the city of Turkistan, the library develops and
presents an action plan for the current academic year.



Various competitions, meetings, presentations, and intellectual games are organized on the premises of the
library.

Cultural and Leisure Activities

The RCL hosts a variety of contests, tournaments, meetings, and presentations. For active young users, the
following groups are available:

Patrons can stay up to date with our latest acquisitions through dedicated information displays.

Research and Publishing Activities

The library’s research and publishing branch focuses on addressing industry-specific challenges and promoting
children’s literature. Key activities include:

1. Marketing and Scientific Research
The RCL conducts marketing research to study challenges faced by regional children’s libraries. Based
on these findings, departments receive essential information and methodological recommendations.

2. Bibliographic and Information Products
To support readers and specialists, the library publishes:

o Calendar of Significant Dates — List of significant events and anniversary dates throughout the year"
e Bibliographic Indexes — methodological guides dedicated to the anniversaries of poets and writers

3. Contribution to Children’s Literature
The library actively enriches children’s literature collections.

Special Project:
In 2025, under the support of RCL Director R.E. Letayev, the library published “Dostardyn Makhabbaty™
(“Friends’ Love”) translated by G. Karybek.

The book generated significant reader interest, leading to a second edition shortly after the initial
publication.

Business Cooperation: Vision for Development and Partnership

The Turkistan Regional Children's Library serves as a "golden bridge" in the region's cultural and educational
landscape. One of our top priorities is the development of comprehensive business cooperation.

As the designated methodological center for the entire library network in the Turkistan region, our activities go
far beyond traditional book lending:

Regional Initiatives:We organize large-scale competitions and socially significant projects to foster students'
creative abilities.

Professional Development: To support the continuous growth of library specialists, we host regular regional
seminars, roundtables, and practical workshops.

Consultancy Support: We actively help implement innovative service models in rural and district libraries.



Strategic Partnerships
To organize meaningful leisure activities for children, the library collaborates with city schools to hold
educational hours and literary evenings aimed at improving students' functional literacy.

Additionally, through partnerships with the "Turkistan Palace of Schoolchildren " and the "Balausa" summer
camp, we seek to spark children's interest in art and science through the joy of reading.

Expanding the Collection
We are collaborating with top publishers and book retailers to refresh our collection with modern
literature."This collaboration allows our readers to:

o Read world bestsellers translated into their native language;
e Attend exclusive book launches and presentations;
o Participate in regional book fairs.

Our ultimate goal is to work with our partners to help the children of the Turkistan region grow into educated,
competitive, and spiritually enriched individuals.

Public Relations
Public relations at the library are conducted systematically through close collaboration with the media.
Newspapers such as “Ofitiistik Qazaqstan™ and “Tiirkistan”,” Sauran” as well as magazines like “Marhabat”
and “Aqyldym”, regularly publish information about our activities and important news.

Moreover, television channels “Turkistan” and “77”widely promote and broadcast cultural and educational
events held at the library. This media partnership helps build a positive public image, increases the number of
readers, and strengthens the library’s connection with the community.
